When peace was declired be-|
tween the major leagues and the out-
law lergue late in 1914, Organized Ball
agreed to reimburse the three clubs
pamed for thelr losses in payments for
the rental of their baseboall parks in
Newark, Brooklyn, and Pittsburgh.
_While the exact terms of the settle-
ments will not be announced until the
2ttorneys for the parties concerned
iiave worked out the details of the!
inethod of payment, the general terms
2f the. gettlement were that Edward V.
Giwinner of Pittsburgh was to receive
210,000 fur a period of {five years,
amgounting to $50,000; Harry ¥. Sinclair, |
cwner ¢f :}}Ja Newark Club and the Fed- .
emal Lengve park in Harrison, N. J..:
was to recelve rental of §10,000 a year'
for ten years, amounting tgo 8100,000,
while the Wards of Brooilyn. who in-.
